Due to the specific nature of our activities, there is a limit to the number of children we are able to accept for camp as well as a screening process. It is helpful for us to understand as much as we can about your child and his/her grief.  If you are new to our program, we will arrange a visit to our Center. This visit will be beneficial in being able to determine together if Camp Millie is appropriate for the needs of your child at this time.  We will also provide more specific camp information, directions, and answer all of your questions. 

Once completed, please return the registration form to us with the appropriate fee. Camp Millie cost is $100 with a discount for families with more than one child as indicated on the back of this letter.  The full amount should accompany your registration form and would be returned in the event a decision not to attend was made.  There will be no refunds after June 17th.  If there are any cost concerns, please give us a call.
